As a result, for comparability purposes, we have prepared and present supplemental unaudited pro forma financial information for the three months ended September 30,
2021 that assumes the BHI's spin off was completed on July 1, 2021. The supplemental unaudited pro forma financial information does not purport to be indicative of our
results of operations or financial position had the relevant transactions occurred on the dates assumed and does not project our results of operations or financial position for
any future period or date. The pro forma financial information is unaudited and the completion of the external audit for the year ended December 31, 2022, may result in
adjustments to the unaudited pro forma financial information presented herein; any such adjustments may be material.
